40 PROPOSED VILLAGE TOILET CLOSURE: The Clerk is awaiting a response from 
an email sent to Peter Foley, Director of Community Services, requesting an update 
on this matter, given that the work on the new toilet build in Bakewell has 
commenced.  

41 MONYASH VILLAGE MARKET DAY: Members acknowledged that despite the 
poor weather the Village Market Day had been a success. It was noted that 
Ashbourne Band played in Church due to the rain and how enjoyable this was. The 



Clerk was instructed to express this in a letter to the Band and to thank them for 
their performance. The Clerk was also instructed to write to Mrs Edwards, 
Secretary of the Market Committee to enquire what money was raised from the 
stalls. The possibility of having a marquee on the village green for future Village 
Market days was suggested.
